Parliament wrapped up on June 
25th after over two days of debating, 
round the clock, the Canada Post 
back to work legislation.

Ground broke Friday July 7th for the new four lane highway 
expansion of Hwy 97 between Win� eld and Oyama.

The four lane highway is located to the west of the existing 
route above Wood Lake.  The project, funded under the 
Building Canada Plan, will see the Province chip in $44.3 
million, with an additional $33.6 million coming from the 
federal government.

“The Government of Canada and the Province worked 
together to bring this project to fruition.  By ensuring the 
right infrastructure is in place we are supporting economic 
growth not only in the Okanagan but the whole region.  It’s 
a sound investment that will create jobs, facilitate trade 
and tourism, and make the roads safer for the community 
for years to come,”  says Kelowna-Lake Country MP Ron 
Cannan.

The project will create approximately 250 direct jobs and 
is anticipated to be completed in 2013.
